G.S.R9N(E).—In exercise of the powers conferred under Sub-sections (1) and (3) of Section 27 of the Khadi and
Village Industrics Commission Act, 1956 (61 of 1956), the Central Government hereby makes the following Regulations
further to amend the Khadi and Village Industries Commaission Employees (Classification, Control and Appeal) Regula-
tions, 2003, namely :—
L.(1) These Regulations may be called the Khadi and Village Industries Commission Employees (Classification,
Control and Appeal) Amendment Regulations, 2007. :
(2) Save as otherwisc provided in this notification, these Regulations shall come into force and deemed 1o have
been effective from the 14ih day of Ociober, 2004,
2.In the Khadi and Village Industries CommimimEmployccs (Classification, Control and Appeal) Amcndment
Regulations, 2006, for the opening paragraph, the following shall be subslituted, namely :—
“In exercise of the powers conferred under Sub-scction (3) of Section 27 of the Khadi and Village Industries
Commission Act, 1956 (61 of 1956), the Central Government, hereby makes the lollowing regulations to amend
the Khadi and Village Industries Commission Employees (Classification, Control and Appeal) Regulations,
2003, namely:-

Explanatory Memorandom

I. The Khadi and Village Industries Commission was dissolved on 14th October,
112((E), dated the 14th October, 2004, in order to facilitate revamping of the Commission.

2. During the period of dissolution of the Commissfon, the anthorities for exercising disciplinary and apy
powers were required to be specified in the Schedule to the Khadi and Village Indusirics Commission Employees (Classifi-
cation, Control and Appeal) Regulations, 2003, as the offices of the Chairman and the Commission hither-to-fore exercising
these powers, were no longer in existence. It had, therefore, become pertinent to specify the disciplinary and appeliate
authoritics in the said Schedule, for the interim period i.e., the period between the date of dissolution of the Commission on
14th October, 2004, till its re-constitution on 19th July, 2006. Hence, the amendments in the table (o the Schedule for the said
period have been given effect retrospectively from 14th October, 2004. The KVIC Employecs (CCA) Regulations were
amended under Notification No. G.S.R. 549 (E) dated 12th Scptember, 2006.

3. Inadvertently an error has crept in the opening Para of the Notification dated 12-9-2006, where it has been
mentioned that “in exercise of the powers conferred under Sub-scction (1) of the Section 27 of the Khadi and Village
Industries Conunissicm_ Act, 1956 (61 of 1956) the Commission, with the previous sanction of the Central Govemnment,

hereby makes the following Regulations to amend the Khadi and Vil lage Industries Commission Employees (Classification,
Control and Appeal) Regulations, 2003, namely—" It may be stated that though the action (o amend the KVIC Employees
(CCA) Regulations, 2003 was initiated during the period of dissolution of the Commission between 14-10-2004 and
19-7-2006, the Notification amending the KVIC Employces (CCA) Regulations, 2003 could be issued only on 12-9-2006 after
observing all formalities including obtaining the approval from the Department of Legislative Affairs. Since the notification
was made by the Government in the Ministry of Agro and Rural Industrics, the words, “the Commission with the previous
sanction of the Central Government, hereby makes (he following regulations to amend the Khadi and Village Industries
Comumission Employees (Classification, Control and Appeal) Regulations, 2003 namely” may be amended to delete the
words “the Commission with the previous sanction of the Central Government” as during the period of dissolution of the
Commission, the Office of the'Commission was non-existent. Hence it is proposed (o amend the Khadi and Village Indus-
tries Commission Employees (Classification, Control and Appeal) Regulations, 2003. s

4. As the amended KVIC Employees Regulations, 2003 provide for Minister for Agro and Rural Industries as the
Appellate Authority for all penalties for the posts specified in the said Regulations, it has become nccessary to delete

Regulation 18 and entries relating thereto in Part VII of the said Regulations. Consequently, the entry “subject to Regula-
tion 18" in Regulation 19 shall also be omitted. Since the amendment to the Schedule to KVIC CCA Regulations, 2003 was
- given retrospective effect with effect from 14th October, 2004, the deletion of Regulation 18 in Part VII of the said Regula-
tions and reference to Regulation 18 in Regulation 19 also has been given cffect retrospectively from 14-10-2004,

3. It is certified that no person will be prejudicially affected with the retrospective effect being given to this
nolification.
